Ujjain: A Sky-High Welcome As the
holy city of Ujjain gears up for the
monumental Simhastha 2028, in-
frastructure development has hit
high gear. In a major boost to con-
nectivity, a modern aviation hub is
taking shape in the Sadawal area.
The centerpiece of this project is a
massive strategic helipad designed
to facilitate the simultaneous land-
ing of four helicopters. This facility
will cater to high-profile saints, in-
ternational dignitaries, and emer-
gency administrative services, en-
suring seamless movement during
the mega-congregation.

Bhopal: In Madhya Pradesh, all
milk producers and milk vendors,
except those affiliated with dairy
cooperatives, will now are required
to obtain a license. The state gov-
ernment will also begin the
process of registering all such milk
producers and vendors.

Instructions have also been is-
sued to inspect milk collection,
transportation equipment, and
storage facilities. The government
believes this will help curb adulter-
ated milk and milk products.

Milk producers and sellers in
the state who are not yet registered
will be identified. A monthly report
will also be compiled to monitor
milk-related activities.

Madhya Pradesh is one of the
country’s leading milk-producing
states. It produces approximately
21.3 million tons of milk, account-
ing for approximately 9 percent of
the country’s total milk produc-
tion.

Chief Minister Dr. Mohan Yadav
has set a goal of increasing milk
production in the state from 9 per-
cent to 20 percent.

The central government has al-
so become active regarding milk
production and sale. The Food

Safety and Standards Authority of
India (FSSAI) has issued a new ad-
visory making registration or li-
censing mandatory for milk pro-
ducers and sellers.

The authority has clarified that
all milk producers and sellers, ex-
cept members of dairy coopera-
tives, will have to obtain registra-
tion or license under food safety
standards.

According to the FSSAI, some
milk producers and sellers are op-
erating food businesses without
registration or a license, which vio-
lates food safety regulations.

Therefore, all such individuals
must obtain a mandatory registra-
tion or license with the FSSAI be-
fore continuing or starting their
business. The Center has also re-
quested a milk production report.

Bhopal to host Tri-State Youth

Gwalior: The city witnessed a historic
moment on Thursday as India’s first
Wheelchair Ultimate National Cham-
pionship began at the Atal Bihari Vaj-
payee Training Centre for Disability
Sports.

Datia: A speeding tractor-trolley
laden with illegal sand turned a
family’s return journey into a
nightmare near Pachokhara Mod
in the Indergarh police station
area. The heavy vehicle collided
head-on with a motorcycle, in-
stantly killing Bhupendra Parihar
and his wife, Roshni. The couple,
residents of Sadka village, were re-
turning from a relative’s house with
their two young daughters when
the tragedy struck.
