Shivpuri: In a major victory for regional commuters,
the Ministry of Railways has officially sanctioned new
stoppages for two prominent express trains at Ashok-
nagar and Kolaras stations, effective March 12. Under

the new directive, the Sogaria–Danapur Express
(19801/02) will now halt at Ashoknagar, while the Uj-
jaini Express (14309/10) will serve passengers at Ko-
laras. This development was shared by Union Minister
Jyotiraditya Scindia, who had actively championed
the cause of local residents.

The decision comes following a formal appeal by
Minister Scindia to Union Railway Minister Ashwini
Vaishnaw, highlighting the urgent need for direct con-
nectivity for students, daily commuters, and the local
business community. The Ministry’s swift approval is
expected to bridge a critical infrastructure gap, linking
these burgeoning towns to major national corridors
and streamlining travel toward Danapur and Ujjain.
Beyond mere convenience, the move is anticipated to
act as an economic catalyst, facilitating the movement
of goods and people while integrating the Guna-Shiv-
puri rail section into the mainstream network.

Expressing his gratitude to the Railway Minister,
Scindia remarked that providing seamless public fa-
cilities remains the government’s top priority. Resi-
dents of both Ashoknagar and Kolaras have hailed the
news, as the new stoppages eliminate the need for
long-distance transfers, marking a transformative
step in the region’s logistical landscape.

Ashoknagar and Kolaras secure
major train stoppages

Jabalpur: In a major administrative
overhaul aimed at tightening crime
control, Superintendent of Police
Sampat Upadhyay has initiated
punitive action against 26 Station
House Officers (SHOs) for “gross
negligence and professional apa-
thy.” The crackdown followed a rig-
orous crime review meeting where
data from early 2026 was compared
against the previous year’s perfor-
mance. The analysis revealed a stag-
gering decline in preventive actions
and the enforcement of Minor Acts

across several jurisdictions.
Consequently, 25 SHOs from key

areas including Civil Lines, Madan
Mahal, Lordganj, and Panagar were
handed official “Censure” punish-
ments—a permanent blot on their
service records—while the Bargi
SHO received a stern warning. The
disciplinary wave also hit the Ram-
pur Outpost In-charge, who was
slapped with a hefty 25,000 fine for
failing to register an FIR under ap-
propriate legal sections in a recent
assault case. 

By penalizing nearly two dozen
officers simultaneously, the SP has
sent a clear message: underperfor-
mance and lackadaisical policing
will no longer be tolerated. 

This decisive move is expected to
compel field officers to intensify
their crackdown on local goons and
improve statutory compliance
across the district.

Jabalpur SP cracks
down on policing lapse

Gwalior: In a decisive
crackdown on the ille-
gal fuel trade, authori-
ties raided an unau-
thorized gas godown

owned by Hariom
Gupta in the New Lo-
ha Mandi area. During
the operation, officials
were forced to break

open the locks in the
presence of witnesses,
uncovering a massive
stockpile of 66 gas
cylinders, including
42 domestic and 24
commercial units.

Three electric gas-
transfer motors and
two weighing scales
used for illegal refill-
ing were also confis-
cated. 

While the prime
accused fled the scene
and remains at large,
the recovery of these
hazardous materials
has averted a poten-
tial safety catastrophe
in the locality.

Police bust illegal Gas Depot
in New Loha Mandi

Indore: A 16-year-old mi-
nor has gone missing from
the Khajrana area of Indore
after leaving a letter at home
and leaving without inform-
ing his family. The incident
has caused concern among
family members, who have
lodged a complaint at the
Khajrana police station. Ac-
cording to the family, the
boy, identified as Rudra, has

been missing since around 1
pm on Wednesday. Before
leaving, he wrote a note ad-
dressed to his parents that
read, “Mom and Dad don’t
try to look for me.” Since
then, there has been no in-
formation about his where-
abouts. Family members
said Rudra had recently ap-
peared for his Class 10 board
examinations and is be-

lieved to have left home
shortly after the exams con-
cluded. They also revealed
that he often listened to
spiritual discourses of Prem-
ananda Maharaj.

During a search of his
mobile phone, the family
found that he had looked up
train information from In-
dore to Prayagraj and
Dehradun. According to
them, Rudra left home car-
rying around Rs 1,000 in
cash. After receiving the
complaint, police began an
investigation and are check-
ing CCTV footage from the
railway station and other
nearby locations to trace the
boy. Authorities have urged
anyone with information
about the minor to contact
the Khajrana police station.

Minor goes missing in Indore after leaving letter at home

Indore: In a chilling
case of cybercrime, the
Indore Crime Branch
has dismantled an in-
terstate gang from Gu-
jarat that defrauded a
71-year-old retired resi-
dent of Rs 40.70 lakh.
The fraudsters em-
ployed a sophisticated
“Digital Arrest” tactic,
posing as high-ranking
officials from the Banda
Police Station and the CBI.
Modus operandi: Fear and forgery
: The victim received a WhatsApp

call on October 3, 2024,
alleging his involvement
in Rs 2.60 crore illegal
transaction at a Mumbai
bank.

To cement the ruse,
the scammers sent
forged Supreme Court
orders and counterfeit
legal documents. Under
the guise of a “CBI inves-
tigation” led by a fiction-
al officer named ‘Akash

Kulkarni,’ the victim was coerced
into liquidating his Fixed Deposits
(FDs) and transferring the funds to

“RBI-authorized” accounts for ver-
ification.
Major breakthrough in Surat: Fol-
lowing a complaint on the NCRP
portal, the Fraud Investigation
Team tracked technical footprints
to Gujarat. After previously arrest-
ing two members, the Crime
Branch successfully apprehended
the absconding mastermind,
Piyush Parmar, in Surat.
The investigation continues : The
gang’s operations were vast; au-
thorities have already frozen 23
bank accounts linked to the syndi-
cate. “The accused specialized in
providing mule accounts to funnel
extorted money,” a police
spokesperson stated.

Senior citizen swindled of Rs 40.7 lakh
in ‘Digital Arrest’ scam

Bhopal: Forsyth Lodge, a haven of
luxury and prestige located in the
Satpura valleys, is now under the
Forest Department’s radar. The re-
sort, where tourists spend up to
35,000 rupees for a single night, was
displaying wildlife body parts as

decorative items. This display of op-
ulence now faces the brunt of the
Wildlife Protection Act. Located in
the Madhai area of ??the Satpura

Indore: In a harrowing early-morning accident on Thursday,
a speeding Eicher truck laden with bananas crashed into a
stationary heavy truck near the Bicholi Hapsi Bridge on the
Indore Bypass. The collision was so severe that the front
cabin of the Eicher was completely crushed, pinning the oc-
cupants inside the wreckage.

Desperate rescue efforts: For nearly 90 minutes, the driver
and cleaner remained trapped within the mangled metal.
Local residents and passersby rushed to the scene and alert-
ed the authorities. It eventually required a JCB machine to
pry the vehicles apart and extricate the victims. Unfortu-
nately, both men succumbed to their injuries at the spot.
Victims identified: The deceased have been identified as the
driver, Ramesh (also known as Rajesh Goyal) from Barwani,
and the cleaner, Raju (also known as Rajesh) from Dhar. Po-
lice have moved the bodies to MY Hospital for post-mortem
examinations.
Negligence and diverted traffic: Preliminary investigations
suggest the Eicher driver failed to notice the truck parked on
the roadside. Police have blamed “faulty parking” for the
tragedy, seizing the stationary truck and taking its driver in-
to custody.The Indore Bypass has become increasingly
treacherous due to ongoing construction on service roads
and bridges.
This incident marks a grim milestone: over the last four
months, more than eight major accidents have occurred on
this stretch, claiming over ten lives.

Gwalior: Members of the OBC Mahasabha staged a
spirited protest at the Gwalior Collector’s office today,
submitting a memorandum addressed to the Prime
Minister demanding the immediate implementation

of the UGC Bill. Leaders warned of a large-scale, in-
tensified agitation if the government fails to enact the
bill or attempts to roll it back. During the demonstra-
tion, spokespersons clarified that the proposed regu-
lations are designed to provide essential support to
underprivileged students, mirroring existing provi-
sions for OBC, SC, and ST categories.

OBC Mahasabha protests at
Collectorate in Gwalior

Shivpuri: A 15-year-old boy lost his life
and three others were injured follow-
ing a violent head-on collision be-
tween a motorcycle and an auto-rick-

shaw on Thursday. The accident oc-
curred directly in front of the SP’s resi-
dence when the minor, identified as
Rishabh Rawat, crashed his bike into a
passenger-laden auto. The impact was
so severe that Rishabh, the only child
of his parents, succumbed to his in-
juries before medical help could ar-
rive. The auto-rickshaw, driven by
Omprakash Karan, was ferrying pas-
sengers from the Mela Ground toward
the Pohari bus stand when the speed-
ing bike struck it. While the driver
rushed the injured to the district hos-
pital, doctors declared the teenager
dead on arrival. Originally from
Gehloni village, Rishabh had been liv-
ing in the city for his studies. The Kot-
wali Police have registered an FIR and
launched an investigation into the
crash, which has left the local commu-
nity in mourning.

Four years on, tap water scheme
yet to start in Betul village
Ghogra villagers forced to depend on
river and wells for drinking water
Betul: Residents of Ghogra village
under Chohta Popti Gram Pan-
chayat in the tribal-dominated
Bhimpur development block of Be-
tul district continue to face a severe
drinking water crisis as the tap wa-
ter scheme in the village has re-
mained non-functional for the past
four years. According to villagers,
most of the work under the scheme
has already been completed.
Borewell and tubewell construction
has been finished, pipelines have
been laid across the village, and the
sumpwell is also ready. However,
despite the infrastructure being in
place, the water supply has not yet
been started. Village Sarpanch
Ramkishore Dhurve said that the
contractor responsible for the pro-
ject has been contacted several
times to begin the water supply, but
every time only assurances are giv-
en that the work will start soon.

Gwalior: However, in a
heartening success for
Gwalior Police’s ‘Operation
Muskan,’ an eight-year-old
boy who had wandered away
from his Maharajpura home
was safely reunited with his
family. After the child left
without informing anyone,
specialized teams launched
a high-stakes search,
painstakingly scanning
footage from nearly 400

CCTV cameras across the city. The breakthrough came
when officers spotted and recovered the boy near the
Gwalior Mela ground. The relieved parents expressed
deep gratitude to the police for their swift action and
technical precision in ensuring the minor’s safe return
within hours of his disappearance.

Minor girl raped, case filed
after pregnancy revealed
Bhind: A disturbing case of sexual assault
involving a minor girl has emerged from
the Raun police station area in the Lahar
area of Bhind district. Authorities regis-
tered a formal case on Thursday after the
victim’s family discovered the Class 8 stu-
dent was pregnant. According to police
reports, the ordeal began approximately
six months ago. The victim had reported-
ly befriended two sisters living in her
neighborhood, who frequently invited
her to their residence. The victim’s family
alleges that these sisters introduced her
to their brother, identified as Sahil.

The family’s complaint states that on
one specific occasion, the two sisters in-
vited the girl over, confined her to a
room, and then left the premises. It was
during this time that Sahil allegedly
raped the minor. Following the initial as-
sault, the accused reportedly used
threats of defamation to keep the girl
silent, allegedly continuing the abuse
over a period of six months. The police
have registered a case under relevant sec-
tions of the law. The Raun police station
has launched an active investigation into
the allegations. While the sisters’ roles are
being scrutinized, the primary accused,
Sahil, remains absconding.
